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The Gift of Encouragement

Mark Twain once said, “I can live for two months on a good compliment.” (Zuck 128). When we’re feeling down or discour-
aged, one powerful remedy is encouragement. But how do we give encouragement effectively? In his letter to the church at

Philippi, the Apostle Paul provides us with 22 ways to encourage and be encouraged.

1. Praying for Others — Let others know you are continually praying for them (1:2-4).

2. Acknowledging Their Good Deeds — Remind others that you see and appreciate the good they do (1:5).

3. Expressing Confidence — Share your belief in others’ abilities and potential (1:6).

4. Show You Care — Let people know how much you truly care about them (1:7).

5. Being Present — Sometimes, just being there is enough (1:8).

6. Being a Godly Example — Lead by example, especially in challenging times (1:12-18).

7. Perspective on Life and Death — Paul’s view of life and death encourages others to adopt an eternal perspective (1:19-24).
8. Consideration of Others — Be mindful of others’ needs, desires, and concerns (2:1-4).

9. Celebrating, Not Competing — Rejoice in the talents and success of others rather than seeing them as competition (2:1-4).
10. Following Christ’s Selfless Example — Encourage others by embodying the selfless love and sacrifice of Jesus (2:5-11).

11. Hope in Christ’s Return — Remind others of the promise of Jesus’ return (2:9-11).

12. Being Faithful to Christ — Encourage others by remaining faithful (2:19).

13. Celebrating Answered Prayer — Recognize and rejoice in God’s mercy when he answers prayer (2:25-30).

14. Focusing on What Matters — Help others keep their eyes on what really matters in life: knowing Christ (3:1-16).

15. Our Eternal Citizenship — Remind others of their eternal citizenship in Heaven (3:17-21).

16. Resolving Conflict — The persons in the conflict or the 3" party mediator who seeks forgiveness and reconciliation creates
encouragement (4:2-3).

17. Being Saved — Even when there are problems with others that need to be addressed, my name is still written in the Book
of Life (4:3).

18. Choosing Joy — Help others recognize there are always reasons to rejoice (4:4).

19. Trusting God’s Control — Encourage confidence in God’s sovereignty over all circumstances (4:5-7).
20. Offering Support — Provide support and assistance to those in need (4:10-19).

21. God’s Provision — Remind others of God’s promise to provide for their needs (4:19).

22. Knowing Who follows Jesus — If the gospel has influenced even those in Caesar’s Household, where else can it go? (4:21-
22).
